Shiretoko, which originates from the Ainu word “Shiri Etoku”
( “far corner of the earth” ), is located at the northeastern tip
of Japan (excluding the Northern Territories).

Shiretoko National Park is characterized by a rugged
volcanic landscape, drift ice in winter, and abundant wildlife.
Large mammals such as brown bears and orcas, as well as
large birds of prey that are members of endangered species,
inhabit the park. They are at the top of a hierarchy that spans
a wide variety of wild animals that share this habitat.

The animals are but one part of a diverse ecosystem that
exhibits close links between the sea, rivers, and forests. It is
thanks to this valuable ecosystem that Shiretoko was
registered as a World Natural Heritage Site in July 2005.
